What was 1t?

The Super JDS series was created to unite key stakeholders within each region through an enjoyable event centred on positive
values and fostering future collaboration opportunities.

This year's event spanned six regions across Queensland, offering players, parents, and coaches a platform to connect, develop,
and engage in meaningful discussions about tennis in their local communities.

Each two-day event followed a focused theme, with the serve and the return of serve taking centre stage. Day one featured a camp
with tactical and technical coaching, while day two introduced a team competition that reinforced the tactical theme and awarded
bonus points for tactical execution, promoting ongoing player development. Physical testing was also incorporated to assess and
improve players' overall performance. In addition, parents and players took part in engaging sessions, including Pop Tennis,
barbecues, and a parent Q&A on day two, fostering a sense of community and connection.

The player awards were inspired by successful Queensland professional players who embody the positive values we hope to instill
in the next generation.

This year’s event was a resounding success, bringing everyone together for two days of enjoyable tennis and development.
